




















































































































































































































































































































Employment rates of recent graduates refer to the employment rate of 

persons aged 20 to 34 who are (1) employed; (2) attained at least an upper secondary (ISCED 

3) level of education; (3) did not participate in any education or training in the last 4 weeks 

and (4) successfully completed their highest educational attainment 1, 2 or 3 years before the 

survey.

Fields of study refer to the ISCED Fields of Education and Training 2013. This manual 

classifies educational programmes and related qualifications by fields of study. A field is the 

broad domain, branch or area of content covered by an education programme or qualification.

Financial situation satisfaction refers to the respondent�s opinion/feeling about 

the degree of satisfaction with the financial situation of his/her household.

Gender quotas refer to the positive measurement instrument aimed at accelerating the 

achievement of gender-balanced participation and representation by establishing a defined 

proportion (percentage) or number of places or seats to be filled by, or allocated to, women 

and/or men, generally under certain rules or criteria.

Gross annual earnings refer to the gross salary and include earnings from basic 

salary, overtime, fringe benefits, regular bonuses, and irregular bonuses.

Human trafficking refers to the recruitment, transportation, transfer, harbouring 

or reception of persons, including the exchange or transfer of control over those persons, 

by means of the threat or use of force or other forms of coercion, of abduction, of fraud, of 

deception, of the abuse of power or of a position of vulnerability or of the giving or receiving of 

payments or benefits to achieve the consent of a person having control over another person, 

for the purpose of exploitation.

Immigration is the action by which a natural person establishes his or her usual residence 

in a territory of a State for a period that is, or is expected to last, a minimum of 12 months.

Inactive persons refer to people outside the labour force, that is those who are 

neither employed nor unemployed. It includes pre-school and school children, students and 

pensioners.
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Institutional dwelling is understood to be a legal body used for the purpose of long-

term habitation and provision of services to a group of persons. This includes homes for the 

elderly, refugee homes/open centres, convents, prison, hospitals, etc. An institution is normally 

a separate and independent set of premises comprising all or part of a permanent building 

or set of buildings which by the way it has been built, rebuilt, or converted, is designed for 

habitation by a large group of persons.

International Standard Classification of Education (ISCED) 2011 is a 

framework for assembling, compiling, and analysing cross-nationally comparable statistics 

on education. ISCED belongs to the United Nations International Family of Economic and 

Social Classifications and is the reference classification for organising education programmes 

and related qualifications by levels and fields of education. ISCED is designed to serve as a 

framework to classify educational activities as defined in programmes and the resulting 

qualifications into internationally agreed categories.

ISCED levels are based on ISCED 2011 classification:

� ISCED 0 � Early childhood and pre-primary education

� ISCED 1 � Primary education

� ISCED 2 � Lower secondary education

� ISCED 3 � Upper secondary education

� ISCED 4 � Post-secondary non-tertiary education

� ISCED 5 � Short-cycle tertiary education

� ISCED 6 � Bachelor�s or equivalent level

� ISCED 7 � Master�s or equivalent level

� ISCED 8 � Doctoral or equivalent level

Labour force refers to the economically active population. It includes employed persons 

(employees and self-employed) and unemployed persons. It excludes economically inactive 

persons.

Legal marital status refers to the (legal) conjugal status of an individual in relation to 

the marriage laws (or customs) of the country (that is de jure status).
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Life expectancy is the average remaining lifetime for a person, in the reference year, if 

they were to survive to the indicated age interval, when subjected to the age-specific death 

rates within that year.

Live birth rank order is the order assigned to the live birth with respect to the mother 

giving birth in the reference year, that is, whether the baby is the mothers first live birth, second 

live birth and so on.

Material and social deprivation refers to the proportion/number of people who 

are unable to afford some items considered by most people to be desirable or even necessary 

to lead an adequate life. The Material and Social Deprivation indicators are based on 13 items: 

7 household items and 6 personal items.

Household items:

� Face unexpected expenses;

� Afford one week annual holiday away from home;

� Avoid arrears (in mortgage, rent, utility bills and/or hire purchase instalments);

� Afford a meal with meat, chicken or fish or vegetarian equivalent every second day;

� Afford keeping their home appropriately warm;

� Have access to a car/van for personal use;

� Replace worn-out furniture.

Personal items:

� Replace worn-out clothes with some new ones;

� Have two pairs of properly fitting shoes;

� Spend a small amount of money each week on him/herself (�pocket money�);

� Have regular leisure activities;

� Get together with friends/family for a drink/meal at least once a month;

� Have an internet connection.
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Persons lacking at least five items out of the 13 material and social deprivation items are 

considered as materially and socially deprived (MSD).

Persons lacking at least 7 items out of the 13 material and social deprivation items are 

considered as severely materially and socially deprived (SMSD).

MEP stands for Members of the European Parliament.

Obese refers to individuals who have a body mass index (BMI) of 30 or more.

Open centre population includes persons residing in �al Far Tent Village, �al Far 

Open Centre, Dar il-Liedna, and Marsa Open Centre (Initial Reception Centre).

Overall life satisfaction represents a report of how a respondent evaluates or 

appraises his or her life taken as a whole.

Part-time employment refers to an employed person whose normal hours are less 

than those of comparable full-time workers. Persons employed on a full-time with reduced 

hours basis are included in this category.

Personal relationship satisfaction refers to the respondent�s opinion/feeling 

about the degree of satisfaction with his/her relationship with all the people with whom he/

she spends time (e.g. family, friends, colleagues from work, neighbours).

Physical violence refers to any act which causes physical harm as a result of unlawful 

physical force. Physical violence can take the form of, among others, serious and minor assault, 

deprivation of liberty and manslaughter.

Pre-obese refers to individuals who have a body mass index (BMI) greater than or equal 

to 25 but less than 30.

Psychological violence refers to any act which causes psychological harm to 

an individual. It can take the form of, for example, coercion, defamation, verbal insult, or 

harassment.

Racial origin of a person is based directly on the racial origin of his/her ancestors. A 

person may have more than one racial origin if his/her ancestors are of a different race.
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Religious affiliation is the set of beliefs and practices with which a person identifies 

themselves, regardless of the level of religious attendance or observance, or formal 

membership to a church or religious community.

Science, technology, engineering, and mathematics (STEM)
comprise the ISCED-F 2013 fields of natural sciences, mathematics, and statistics (field 05), 

information and communication technologies (field 06), and engineering, manufacturing, and 

construction (field 07).

Self-perceived general health refers to how a person perceives his/her health 

in general. It includes the different dimensions of health, i.e. physical, social, and emotional 

functioning and biomedical signs and symptoms.

Sexual harassment includes any form of unwanted verbal, non-verbal, or physical 

conduct of a sexual nature, with the purpose or effect of violating the dignity of a person, 

particularly when creating an intimidating, hostile, degrading, humiliating or offensive 

environment. These include, but are not limited to, inappropriate staring or leering, exposure 

to sexually explicit images or videos, indecent sexual jokes or offensive remarks about the 

person�s body or private life, inappropriate suggestions to go out on a date, inappropriate 

suggestions for any sexual activity, unsolicited physical contact, inappropriate advances on 

social networking websites, inappropriate sexually explicit emails or text messages, threats 

of unpleasant consequences if sexual proposals or advances are refused or other similar 

behaviour with a sexual connotation which offends, humiliates or intimidates the person.

Sexual orientation refers to each person�s capacity to experience emotional, affectional 

and sexual attraction towards individuals of a different gender, the same gender or more than 

one gender. The data presented in this publication reflects the self-identified sexual orientation 

of all usual residents aged 16 years.

Sexual violence refers to any sexual act performed on the victim without consent. It 

can take the form of rape or sexual assault.

Stalking refers to the intentional conduct of repeatedly engaging in threatening behaviour 

directed at another person with serious detriment to the person�s lifestyle and arousing, 

indirectly, directly or virtually, distress, fear or harm to the person. This may include receiving 
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unwanted messages or gifts, threatening or silent phone calls, unwanted contact, being 

followed or spied on by someone in person, damage to property or animals, offensive or 

embarrassing comments in public, and undesired publication of personal data.

Tertiary educational attainment rate refers to the percentage of persons aged 

between 25-34 years having achieved at least tertiary level of education (ISCED �5).

Tertiary graduates refer to graduates who obtained a qualification at ISCED levels 5 to 8 

from institutions such as the Malta College of Arts, Science and Technology (MCAST), Institute 

of Tourism Studies (ITS), University of Malta, and other public and private further and higher 

institutions. Graduates considered are those that followed courses of a minimum duration of 

one semester of full-time study (or the equivalent in part-time) and that were delivered from 

Malta, whether online or face-to-face. Graduates are included irrespective of whether they are 

residing in Malta or abroad.

Total fertility rate refers to the number of children who would be born to a female if she 

were to live to the end of her child-bearing years, and bear children in accordance with current 

age-specific fertility rates.

Usual hours worked refer to the number of usual hours worked per week in the main 

job over a long reference period, excluding weeks when an absence from work occurs (e.g. 

holidays, vacation leave or sick leave).

Usual resident population refers to the population who have lived in their place of 

usual residence for a continuous period of at least 12 months before the reference time; or who 

arrived in their place of usual residence during the 12 months before the reference time with 

the intention of staying there for at least one year.

Work Intensity (WI) of a household is the ratio of the total number of months 

that all working-age household members have worked during the income reference year and 

the total number of months the same household members theoretically could have worked in 

the same period. In line with EU Regulation No. 2019/1700 on person and household surveys, 

the WI indicator was modified to cover persons aged between 18 and 64 instead of persons 

aged between 18 and 59. Students aged between 18 and 24 are excluded from the calculation 

of this indicator. Moreover, households composed only of children aged less than 18, students 

aged less than 25 and/or people aged 65 or more are excluded from the computation of this 

indicator.
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
